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Abstract
The aim of this project will be to develop an E- learning formative learning /assessment package which will support students (dental and radiography) learning in a more linear fashion. Each E-module learning /assessment will cover one of the grouped lecture/practical areas currently delivered on the modular course e.g. Oral Cancer or Odontogenic Cysts and common clinical case based presentations that occur in dental and general radiography practice. Each learning /assessment will be formative and will cover traditional question  designs such as single best answer together with diagram labeling and recognition (microphotographs and radiographs), drag and drop questions and ordering. The questions developed will examine a wide range of learning strategies and will provide a continuous learning resource to support the modular course and encourage a deep learning approach.  Formative feedback in this way will enable a more personalized system of instruction to be developed. Students will access the learning using the CE6 from both the Whitechapel and Outreach sites allowing the students to work at their own pace and own time. The outcome of this work will be available to both NHS and QM staff and the dental and radiography students and its usage and uptake will be evaluated.
