Getting clinicians into the classroom, getting the team on line: developing a resource bank of clinician interviews to supplement and aid preregistration training in mental health care. 
ABSTRACT
Students in healthcare respond positively to meeting experienced practitioners and hearing about the practice experiences of credible clinicians. Sometimes it is possible to invite clinicians into the classroom to discuss their work, but often this is not logistically possible, and happens in an ad hoc way. It is also difficult to give students the opportunity to hear from clinicians from different disciplines regarding their roles and responsibilities

We aim to create a library of online interviews with members of the interprofessional teams that work in mental health care, interviewing clinicians from different professions – psychiatrist, nurse, social worker, psychologist, Occupational Therapist – about their roles within the multidisciplinary team, and their perspectives on team working and on their client group.

A bank of interviews with clinicians would give healthcare students the opportunity to benefit from clinical expertise and experiences at any time. These interviews could also be used in training across disciplines in health & social care. This online resource has the potential to be expanded, with other teams, from within and outside mental health care being interviewed and offering their perspectives on aspects of interprofessional working. 
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
