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ABSTRACT
It is well documented that in academic settings which include socially constructed learning, students learn more effectively when the assessment also includes peer feedback1. In this project, a formative OSCE setting will be a learning aid for the students to facilitate clearer understanding of the relevance of OSCE marking criteria through discussions and shared experience
Methods & Subjects:

Subjects will be students on the inter-professional graduate entry programmes in medicine at Barts & The London SMD, and Nursing and Midwifery from City SNM.

Methodology:

· Simulated clinical practice using manikins, and students rotating through the roles of ‘patient’, ‘observer/assessor’ and medical/nursing/midwifery students, with same gender groups where appropriate.

· Students will devise their own marking schemes using a constructivist approach2 against which they then assess each other and derive criteria for pass /fail on the respective stations.  In addition they should learn and practice giving constructive feedback3 with a view to promoting professional behaviours. 
· Focus group discussions with student groups to explore their perceived value of this approach to their patient assessment skills development.
· Students and staff to complete an Assessment Evaluation Questionnaire to measure the perceived value of this approach4. 
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
